o Fatal overdoses for the year (2022) 245. 

• 45 in May 
• 28 in June (so far)  

o The relative projection of fatal overdoses for the year is 504 
• This is more than past years, but not as high as previous years 

o Overdose Death since 2017 2096 



   
o Suicide death since 2017 1270  
o Homicide death since 2017 486  
o Narran kits distributed since 2019 15K 
o Fentanyl is the leading contributor of fatal overdoses at 137.  More than half of all overdose 

deaths involve fentanyl.  
o 50-59 year-olds has the highest number of fatal overdoses 

• This has not always been the case 
• We are seeing an increase in intentional overdoses in this population  
• This is becoming more common in people over 50 years old 

o Top five drugs involved in fatal overdoses in the last 5 years 
• Alcohol 
• Cocaine 
• Fentanyl 
• Heroin 
• Meth 

o Top three fatal overdoses by age group  
• 50-59 (67) 
• 0-39 (55) 
• 40-49 (50) 

o Fatal overdoses by sex: Male 73.39 % female 26.6 %  
• The Community and Mental health Program plans to make the data shared with the group available 

in the future via a public facing dashboard. Currently working on a data sharing agreement. 
• State opioid dashboard is available, has more local statistics then before:  ADHS - Opioid Prevention 

- Opioid Overdose Deaths (azdhs.gov) 

 
o The information on this dashboard is not as robust concerning information in Pima County 

• The vulnerability score is a cumulative score of social vulnerability. It incorporates different metrics 
like unemployment, # of uninsured, language spoken. It looks at census tracts and not zip codes, 
which makes population numbers equal.  

• A higher vulnerability score corresponds to a higher social vulnerability (for example, higher poverty 
and more housing insecurity) 

• A lower vulnerability score corresponds to lower social vulnerability (for example, higher education 
level and higher income level) 

• Increased social vulnerability means more overdose deaths 
o So social vulnerability scores of 3 & 4 equals higher deaths
